The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, January 12, 2016 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

CALL TO ORDER
Acting Chairman Josh Baldwin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 8, 2015 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried. 

RADIO READ PROJECT UPDATE
Public Works Director Pence reported that all the new meters have been installed but need to be programed and initialized.  The Yates tank antenna is installed and working.   Pence stated he would deferred to the City engineer as to when the warranty period would start. 
UNACCOUNTED FOR WATER REPORT
Public Works Director Pence stated that the unaccounted for water rate for December was 38.59%.
ORDINANCE 255 – RELATING TO ADMINISTRATION/CITY PARK USAGE FEES
Council member Baldwin stated that the main concern of the leagues was paying for light usage. 
Council member Lutz made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of ordinance 255 an ordinance amending the City Code as it relates to administration/City parks usage fees. Council member White seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried. 
FIRE STATION NO. 2 GENERATOR PURCHASE
Chief Pennington stated that the generator at Fire Station No. 2 is scheduled to be replaced.  The generator is starting have failures and the current budget has funds approved funds available to replace the generator.  The Fire Department has also received a grant from the Hamilton Family Foundation of $5,000 to cover a portion of the replacement cost. 
Pennington requested Council purchase the replacement generator form Greenbrier Electro-Mechanical, LLC because this company over the past twenty years has done the maintenance on the generator at no cost to the City. 

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to authorize the Fire Department the purchase and installation of a generator from Greenbrier Electro-Mechanical, LLC at a cost of $17,971. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried.  

EAP SERVICES
Mayor Manchester stated he had nothing to present at this time. 

Council member Lutz made a motion to table consideration of EAP Services.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one absent the motion carried.  

MOUNTAIN TRANSIT AUTHORITY BUDGET COMMISMENT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2017
Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to make a donation of $2,872.50 to Mountain Transit Authority for fiscal year 2017. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four in favor and one absent.
