The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, January 20, 2015 in Regular Session at 6:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

ABSENT: Chairman Mark Etten, Council member Joshua Baldwin, and Public Works Director Mark Carver. 
CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Manchester called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2014 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Lutz seconded the motion. With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 

APPOINTMENT OF NEW MUNICIPAL COURT CLERK AND POLICE DEPARTMENT ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT
Chief Stover stated that Janet Johnson had retired on December 31, 2014 and Kelly Gwinn has been working for the City for 4 years and has been training to fill this position.  Kelly has obtained her certification as a certified municipal clerk. Stover asked that Kelly’s wages be increased to $14/hour from $10.15/hour. 
Council member Lutz made a motion to recommend to Council to appoint Kelly Gwinn to the positon of municipal court clerk and police department administrative assistant with an increase in hourly wage from $10.15 an hour to $14 an hour effective on the next pay period. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With four in favor and two absent the motion carried. 

CORNER GREEN PUMP BUILDING 
Mayor Manchester stated that the pump system for the play fountain in the Corner Green Space is still not working and will need to be fixed before spring. He stated he would like to engage Chapman Technical Group to do a preliminary investigation to bring the pump works above ground.
