Meeting Minutes

March 10, 2015

The Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, March 10, 2015 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council members Beverly White, Joshua Baldwin, Heather Blake, and Joseph Lutz, Treasurer Susan Honaker, Planning Officer Charles Smith, Chief of Police Tim Stover, Fire Chief Wayne Pennington, Firefighter Joey Thomas, Firefighter Matt Carver, and Public Works Director Mark Carver.
CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
February 10, 2015 and February 17, 2015
Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 10th and February 17th, 2015 Finance Committee meetings as presented.  Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all being in favor the motion carried. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT AFG THERMAL IMAGING CAMERA FEDERAL GRANT AWARD
Fire Chief Pennington stated the Fire Department has received an American Firefighters Grant to purchase a camera. The grant is for $31,800 with a required 5% match.  Pennington stated he had the match in his budget. The department received the following three responses to the bid request:
Dill’s Fire & Safety

$31,800

Interstate Rescue

$31,200

All-American Fire Equipment  No response/unable to meet specifications

Chief Pennington’s recommendation was to accept the bid from Dill’s Fire & Safety in the amount of $31,800 and to accept the American Firefighters Grant. 
Council member White made a motion to recommend to council to accept the bid from Dill’s Fire & Safety in the amount of $31,800 to purchase a camera for the fire department and to accept the American Firefighters Grant.  Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
RADIO READ METER PROJECT
Public Works Director Carver stated that a meeting was held on March 3rd with C I Thornburg and Sensus, Greg Belcher with Chapman Technical Group, City representatives and the contractor who will be doing the meter change outs. Sensus detailed a software update that will enable the City to get information out of the system as originally intended. The contractor is expected to start changing out the meters on April 1. 
Council member Baldwin stated he would like for a representative from Sensus to attend a Finance Committee or Council meeting to explain why the project has taken so long to complete and why there have been so many problems. 
UNACCOUNTED FOR WATER REPORT
Public Works Director Carver stated the calculated water loss for the month of February
 2015 is 25.17%. 
After a brief discussion the Committee requested Carver to chart out the water loss for the past year for the Council meeting. 
PUBLIC WORKS EQUIPMENT SCHEDULE
The Committee reviewed the equipment schedule and asked Carver to add the use of each item and the state of repair and condition. This is to be presented at the April Finance Committee meeting. 
COAL SEVERANCE BUDGET FISCAL YEAR 2016
Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Coal Severance budget for fiscal year 2016 as presented.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
GENERAL FUND BUDGET FISCAL YEAR 2016
The Committee reviewed the budget with department heads and the treasurer is to make changes for review at the Council meeting. 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS
Treasurer Honaker reported that she has been communicating with the Town of Renick’s recorder about them raising their rates.  Rod Lowe is to send them a proposal to review their rate structure. 

Mayor Manchester reported that he had checked with the hotels concerning the The Greenbrier’s request last month for a transportation plan for the Saints Training Camp and they have no desire to participate in a transportation plan.  He also spoke with local businesses and learned the event did not generate any significant increase in sales for them except for the bars and the restaurants. Manchester stated any transportation plan the City created would involve people parking outside of downtown and would provide limited benefit to the City. 

Mayor Manchester asked the Council member if they saw a need to meet as originally scheduled on Wednesday, March 11, 2015.

Council member Baldwin made a motion to cancel the meeting scheduled for Wednesday, March 11, 2015.   Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

Chairman Etten requested to go into executive session to discuss a personnel matter. 

Council member Lutz made a motion to go into execution session to discuss a personnel matter at 10:15 p.m.  Council member White second the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
Council member Baldwin made a motion to call the meeting back to session at 10:50 p.m. Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

Chairman Etten stated that no decisions were made while executive session.

Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:50 p.m.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.
