Meeting Minutes

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, May 13, 2014 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council Members Beverly White, Heather Blake, Joshua Baldwin and Joseph Lutz, Treasurer Susan Honaker, Public Works Director Mark Carver, Fire Chief Wayne Pennington, Fire Department Members Nathaniel Tucker, Matt Carver, Joey Thomas, and Michael Tincher.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mark Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2014 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.

Water System Improvements Contract No 4 Water Treatment Plant Pay Request No. 11

Council member Blake made a motion to recommend to Council the approval to pay Alvarez Contractors $35,917 for Water System Improvement Contract No. 4 Water Treatment Plant Pay Request No. 11.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
RADIO READ METER PROJECT UPDATE
Public Works Director Carver stated Kennon Chambers the City’s Engineer recommended that the City contact the City attorney to call in the bond on the project.  Mayor Manchester stated he would have the issue put on the Council agenda for action. 
DEER CONTROL CONTRACT 
Mayor Manchester reported that the contractor Wildlife Control Specialties had killed three deer in the past year. Mr. Hudnell could not attend the meeting tonight, but he can attend the Council meeting next week if Council has any questions. 
Council member Lutz made a motion to recommend to Council to approve the contract renewal with Wildlife Control Specialties for a term of one year at a rate of $100 per deer. Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

MOUNTAINEER COMPUTER SYSTEMS, INC. AGREEMENT
Treasurer Honaker stated the annual discounted rate had increased by $192 over last year.  The onsite assistance rate did not change. 

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to approve the renewal of the annual maintenance and support agreement with Mountaineer Computer Systems, Inc. and to accept the term of paying the discounted annual payment of $7,632 by paying before May 31, 2014. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPLACEMENT PUMPER RECOMMENDATIONS
Fire Chief Wayne Pennington stated that the Volunteer Fire Department Corporation had formed a committee that had requested specs and/or bids from six vendors but had received bids from only three vendors. He stated the committee recommends purchasing the Rosenbauer Fire Pumper/ Rescue vehicle from All American Fire.  Pennington stated it would take 294 days for the pumper to be built.

Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to develop a lease purchase agreement to acquire the Rosenbauer Fire Pumper/Rescue vehicle from All American Fire. Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
REVIEW OF OPEB ACTUARY STUDY
Chairman Etten stated he had questions concerning the completed study and requested the Treasurer to see if a representative from Stanley, Hunt, DuPree & Rhine could possibly attend the June Finance Committee meeting. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT APPROVAL PERIOD ENDING MARCH 31, 2014
Council member White made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the Financial Statements for period ending March 31, 2014 as presented.  Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS
Mayor Manchester informed the Committee the City had been given preliminary approval for a grant to install a sidewalk on Feamster Road.  He stated it would  require a match which would have to be paid in the 2015 Fiscal Budget. 

ADJOURNMENT
Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting a 8:30 p.m.  Mayor Manchester seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.
