Meeting Minutes

August 11, 2015

The Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, August 11, 2015 in Regular Session at 8:35 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council members Beverly White, Heather Blake, and Joseph Lutz, Treasurer Susan Honaker, Chief of Police Stover, Fire Chief Wayne Pennington and Planning Officer Chuck Smith.

ABSENT:  Council member Joshua Baldwin.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mark Etten called the meeting to order at 8:35 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
JULY 14, 2015
Council member Lutz made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 14, 2015 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With three in favor, one abstaining (Blake) and one absent (Baldwin) the motion passed. 
PROPOSED CHANGE TO EMPLOYEE DENTAL INSURANCE
Chairman Etten explained the insurance committee is considering offering options to expand the dental coverage for employees that would require a cost share by employees, but the option will not be available until January. 

SOUTH COURT STREET SIDEWALK AND TRAFFIC CALMING PROJECT
Mayor Manchester stated he had received a lot of complaints about speeding on the South Court Street and Church Street and the sidewalk at the intersection of Court Street and McElhenny Road needs to be replaced. Manchester stated he requested Chapman Technical Group give a quote on what it would cost to develop a plan to design the sidewalk and develop a traffic calming plan for the Court and Church Streets loop.  
Upon review of Chapman Technical Group’s proposal it was brought to light that the proposal was only for the sidewalk replacement and did not include the traffic calming.  So consideration of the South Court Street sidewalk and traffic calming project was tabled to the September Finance Committee meeting and the administration was to get with Chapman Technical Group to get a quote for the design of the Court Street Sidewalk and the traffic calming project for the 
Court and Church Street loop. 

RADIO READ METER PROJECT STATUS UPDATE
Mayor Manchester reported that there are 500 meters left to install. 

UNACCOUNTED FOR WATER REPORT
The Committee was presented an amended unaccounted for water loss reported for June showing a loss rate of 40.90% and the rate for July is 41.27%. 
The Committee asked how the new employees were working out. 
Mayor Manchester stated that Rick Johnson is identifying areas that needed work and he had identified the Caldwell area as the first place to start.  

The Committee asked that a report of the number of feet of pipe replace each month be added to the Public Works agenda each month. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT STATION TWO ROOF REPLACEMENT BIDS
Fire Chief Wayne Pennington stated that no bids had been received on the project.  

The Committee instructed Chief Pennington to solicit bids from the four Companies he had that worked with the type of roofing material that are on Fire Station Two. 
REPAIR OF 2002 DODGE TRUCK IN STREET DEPARTMENT
Mayor Manchester stated that there is a 2002 Dodge Truck in the Street Department Fleet that is in good condition but it needs a transmission.  Greenbrier Motor Company can replace the transmission at a cost of $4,655.03. 
The Committee requested the Administration have the mileage on the truck and if the transmission comes with a warranty for the council meeting. 

PUBLIC WORKS CONVERSION OF 1996 FORD TRUCK INTO FLATBED DUMP TRUCK
Mayor Manchester requested stated that the Public Works has a 1996 Ford box truck in the fleet that has no function. He would like to convert the truck into a flatbed truck that would like the truck to be used for many function including a snowplow truck with a cinder spreader on the back. The truck has no mechanical issues.  Greenbrier Motor Company has given an estimate of $6,389.41 to convert the truck. 

The Committee requested the Administration to provide the mileage of the vehicle for the Council meeting. 

MERIT PAY INCREASES
Mayor Manchester stated that all uniformed police officers with the exception of the chief and all employees on probation will be off the table for consideration.  He is going to recommend an across the board increase unless the Committee would like to consider something else. 
The Committee director Mayor Manchester to come up with a baseline increase that then takes into account the employees evaluation. 

Council member White asked if there was a reason why Council members does not see the employee evaluations.  Mayor Manchester stated that Council could see the evaluations if they so desired. 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS
Council member Lutz questioned where the Administration was with the replacement for the Public Works Director.

Mayor Manchester stated the Administration was in the process of working on updating the job description and talking to a couple of individuals, but should have a name for consideration for Council consideration at next month’s meeting. 

ADJORNMENT

Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:50 p.m.  Council member White seconded the motion with four in favor and one absent (Baldwin) the motion carried.
