The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, August 13, 2013 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mark Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
July 9, 2013

Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2013 Finance Committee meeting as presented.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS CONTRACT NO. 4 WATER TREATMENT PLANT PAY REQUEST No. 2
Kennon Chambers, City Engineer with Chapman Technical Group, stated the contractor Alvarez Contractors, Inc has submitted pay request number 2 in the amount of $327,242 and Chambers stated that the contractor is in line to finish project by the contract date in February 2014. The goal is to have the clarifier online before winter. 

Council member White made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of Water System Improvement Contract No. 4 Water Treatment Plant Pay Request No. 2 from Alvarez Contractors, Inc.  in the amount of $327,242. Mayor Manchester seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
RADIO READ METER PROJECT UPDATE
Chambers stated that two additional towers will have to be installed and the existing tower must be moved  from the Ruffner Tank to the Boggs Tanks at C. I. Thornburg’s expense once FCC approval is obtained. 

HOME RULE UPDATE
Mayor Manchester stated that the Home Rule Committee will start accepting application January 1, 2014 with the final applications deadline being June 1, 2014. Manchester stated the Administration will start immediately working on the City’s application.
CITY NATIONAL BANK GREEN SPACE EXPANSION AGREEMENT
Mayor Manchester stated the survey of the property is complete and had hoped to have a quote from City National for the work. The Committee agreed the agreement could not be signed until they had a firm cost of the project. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT APPROVAL FOR PERIOD ENDING JUNE 30, 2013
Treasurer Honaker informed the Committee she is still entering invoices for the Fiscal year and therefore the statements are not complete. 

CONTRIBUTION TO FIRE STATION CONSTRUCTION FUND
The Committee did not take action on the contribution to the Fire Station Construction Fund because the financial statements for Fiscal Year 2013 are not complete. 
GENERAL FUND BUDGET 2014 REVISON NUMBER 1
The Committee did not take action on the General Fund Budget 2014 Revision Number 1 because the financial statements for fiscal year 2013 are not complete.

Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 p.m.  Council member White seconded the motion. With all in favor the motion carried.
