Meeting Minutes

November 10. 2015

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, November 10, 2015 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Court Chambers, 119 Preston Boulevard, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council members, Heather Blake, Beverly White, Joshua Baldwin, and Joseph Lutz, Treasurer Susan Honaker and Public Works Director Roger Pence. 

CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mark Etten call the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Council member White made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 13, 2015 Finance Committee meeting as presented. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

RADIO READ PROJECT UPDATE
Public Works Director Pence stated the outstanding meters were to be shipped on November 13th. 
UNACCOUNTED WATER REPORT
Public Works Director Pence reported that the unaccounted water rate for the month was 40.17%.  After some discussion the administration was told to check the figures to make sure they were right. 
Pence stated he was checking into using a different method to calculating the loss rate. 
PROPERTY AND LIABITILY INSURANCE RENEWAL
Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council to renew the property and liability insurance with One Beacon at a rate of $81,469.18. Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
PROPOSED CHANGE TO EMPLOYEE DENTAL INSURANCE

Chairman Etten stated the insurance committee had been discussing offering the City employees a dental plan for a couple of years.  There is a concern that employees are not seeking proper dental care. 
After some discussion the Committee requested the Mayor obtain clarification on the maximum out of pocket, the payroll deduction and the coverage for the council meeting. 

APPROVAL OF CLOSING COST FOR STONEHOUSE ROAD PROPERTY PURCHASE
Mayor Manchester stated the Committee had previously approved purchasing property from Shirley Runyon, located on Stonehouse Road, to build a new water tank on. The Committee approved the expenditure of $17,500 to purchase the property, but the final total with the closing cost is $18,728.05. 
Mayor Manchester made a motion to recommend to Council the expenditure of $2,000 to cover the closing cost to purchase property on Stonehouse Road from Shirley Runyon. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
FIRE SERVICE FEE UPDATE
Treasurer Susan Honaker stated that for the month of October 2015 $23,979.32 was billed and to date $11,522.82 has been paid on the Fire Service Fee.  In the month of November 2015 $23,935.32 has been billed and $5,958.79 has been paid. 
OUT SOURCING OF BILLING
Treasurer Honaker stated that stating in December the City is going to be outsourcing all the printing of the billings. 

The Committee requested Treasurer Honaker to have a cost comparison available for the council meeting. Showing the cost of doing the billing in house vs outsourcing.  
EMPLOYEE APPRECIATION LUNCHEON
Mayor Manchester stated the employee appreciation luncheon will be held on December 18th and cost will be held to the legal limit allowed. 
COMMUNICATION FROM MEMBERS
Council member Baldwin questioned how would the Park Commission get money included in the budget for projects they want funded.  Mayor Manchester stated they should approved the concepts of the project they want done now before the budget process starts and have the project added to the list for consideration. 
ADJOURNMENT
Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 p.m. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.
