Meeting Minutes

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday December 8, 2015 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council members, Heather Blake, Beverly White, Joshua Baldwin, and Joseph Lutz, Treasurer Susan Honaker, Public Works Director Roger Pence and Police officer John McClintic . 

VISITORS:  Eric Dixon and Ryan Griffith with Central Greenbrier Little League, Jim Richmond and Roger Patterson with Greenbrier Girls Softball. 
CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Mark Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
November 10, 2015
Council member Baldwin made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 10, 2015 Finance Committee meeting as presented. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

RADIO READ PROJECT UPDATE
Public Works Director Roger Pence report the replacement meters are in the possession of the City and the contractor will be in the city the first part of January to install them.  Pence also reported that contractors are installing the towers for the radio antennae’s. 
UNACCOUNTED FOR WATER REPORT
Public Works Director Pence reported that the leak rate for the month is 38.59%. 

Pence reported that there was a leak at the old Kellwood building in Maxwelton and it was discovered that employees at the airport was using an unmetered yard hydrant to fill tankers.  A two inch meter is going to be installed at the airport that they will not be billed for and a meeting with airport staff on proper use of water will be held. 
APPLICATION FOR PARK USE AND INCREASE OF PARK FEES
The Committee reviewed an application for park use and a proposed fee schedule for use of the City parks. 
The youth leagues representatives present stated it would be a hardship on their leagues if they had to pay fees for the use of the fields and the lights.  They stated that many children may not get to play if the fees were excessive. 
Council member Baldwin made a motion to send the proposal back to the Park Commission for additional review.  Council member White seconded the motion. With all in favor the motion carried. 

The items the Committee would like the Parks Commission to review are the cost of the lighting, the minimum general liability insurance required and who should appeals be directed to the Parks Commission or the City Council. 
REVIEW OF FINANCIAL STATEMENT PERIOD ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2015
Council member White made a motion to table consideration of the financial statements. Council member Lutz seconded the motion. With all in favor the motion carried. 

EMPLOYEE INCENTIVE PAY
Council member White made a motion to go into executive session at 8:22 p.m. Council Baldwin seconded the motion. With four in favor and one abstaining (Manchester) the motion carried.  (Note Manchester did not go into the executive session.)
Council member Lutz made a motion to come back into regular session at 8:37 p.m. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With all in four favor and one abstaining (Manchester) the motion carried. 
Chairman noted that no decisions were made while in executive session. 

Council member Blake made a motion to recommend to Council to give the employees an incentive pay in the amount of $250 net each to be paid on December 18, 2015. Council member White seconded the motion. With four in favor and one abstaining (Manchester) the motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS
Chairman Etten stated he would be out of town on the date of the January Finance Committee meeting and asked Council member Baldwin if he would chair the meeting in his absence. 

ADJOURNMENT
Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 p.m.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.
