Meeting Minutes

December 10, 2013

The Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers

The City of Lewisburg Finance Committee met Tuesday, December 10, 2013 in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at Lewisburg City Hall, 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, West Virginia.

PRESENT:  Chairman Mark Etten, Mayor John Manchester, Council members Beverly White, Heather Blake, Joseph Lutz, and Joshua Baldwin, and Treasurer Susan Honaker.
CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
October 8, 2013
Council member Baldwin made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 8, 2013 Finance Committee as presented. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With four in favor and one abstaining (Blake) the motion carried. 

November 12, 2013
Council member Blake made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 12, 2013 Finance Committee as presented. Council member Lutz seconded the motion.  With three in favor and two abstaining (Manchester and Baldwin) the motion carried.

WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT CONTRACT NO 4 WATER TREATMENT PLANT PAY REQUEST NO. 6
Chairman Etten stated he had spoken with Kennon Chambers with Chapman Technical Group, the City’s Engineer, and he recommended the Committee approve the pay request submitted by Alvarvez Contractors for the Water System Improvement Contract No. 4 Water Treatment Plant Pay Request in the amount of $358,924.

Council member White made a motion to recommend to Council the approval to pay Alvarev Contractors $358,924 for Water System Improvement Contract No. 4 Water Treatment Plant Pay Request No. 6.  Council member Lutz seconded the request.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

RADIO READ METER PROJECT UPDATE
Treasurer Honaker reported that she, City engineer Kennon Chambers, Utility Billing Clerk Peggy Carola and Public Works Secretary Becky White had met with Rodney Adkins and Alan Morrison (via conference call) with C. I. Thornburg concerning the Radio Read Meter Project earlier in the day. 
Alan Morrison was made aware that the City may have received bad meters that were manufactured in 2011 with sealing problems.  Several have already been replaced. 
The Committee agreed to wait until Council to hear an update from a conference call with the City Attorney, City Engineer, the Mayor and the bonding company for C. I. Thornburg before proceeding to write an official letter to the bonding company. 
GREENBRIER COUNTY LIBRARY FUNDING REQUEST
Treasurer Honaker informed the Committee that the Library Board of Trustee was not prepared to present their information and therefore did not come to tonight’s meeting.  

PROPOSED PARK ROLLING HILLS
Mayor Manchester stated Herb Paris with Rolling Hills Home Owners Association had approached the City about taking over the green space within the subdivision because the home owners association no longer has the funds to maintain the property.  Mayor Manchester asked Public Work Director to prepare a cost estimate to just maintain the property in its current state and that estimate is $6,540. 
There would be additional cost to develop the property into a usable park. 
Council member White made a motion to recommend to Council not to consider putting a park in Rolling Hills Subdivision because it is not cost effective at this time.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 
COMPUTER REPLACEMENT PROPOSAL
Treasurer Honaker stated she had nothing to present at this time. 

PURCHASE OF FOLDER SEALER
Treasurer Honaker explained that the folder sealing machine is the machine used to fold and seal the utility bills and the checks sent out each month.  The current machine is wearing out and tearing up the forms. Honaker was able to obtain two quotes as follows:

Staples


$4,149.99

Honaker recommended the Committee accept the quote from BFMC because the representative would stop in periodically to clean and service the machine at no charge. 

Council member Baldwin made a motion to recommend to Council the approval of the bid from BFMC, INC. to purchase a Formax folder sealer machine in the amount of $3,995. Council member Blake seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

GENERAL FUND BUDGET 2014 REVISION NUMBER 1
After a brief discussion it was decided to table the approval of the revision to the Council meeting to allow the treasurer to provide a list of the General Fund investments.

Council member Lutz made a motion to table consideration of the General Fund Budget 2014 Revision Number 1 to the Council meeting.  Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT APPROVAL FOR PERIOD ENDING OCTOBER 31, 2013
Council member White made a motion to table the approval of the Financial Statement to the Council meeting so the Treasurer could present the statements for the period ending September 30, 2013 instead of October 31,2013.  Council member Baldwin seconded the motion.  

HOME RULE UPDATE
Mayor Manchester stated that Council members Etten and Lutz, Assistant Administrator Sienkiewicz, Treasurer Honaker and he would attend a seminar on Home Rule on Thursday, December 12, 2013.

Mayor Manchester informed the Committee that the Department of Highways has decided the no left hand turn signs at the intersection of routes 219 and 60 were not effective. They have taken the signs down.  He stated he has set up a meeting in Charleston to discuss this matter further.

Council member Lutz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 p.m.   Council member White seconded the motion.  With all in favor the motion carried.
