The City of Lewisburg Planning Commission met in special session on Monday, December 22, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers located at 942 Washington Street, West, Lewisburg, W.V.

CALL TO ORDER: Commission Chair Mark Etten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Public Hearing: Donald Huber, Minor Subdivision, Mindy McCormick Property, 

Greenbrier County Deed Book 486 Page 334
Zoning Officer Chuck Smith stated Don Huber has an option to buy a 7.9 acre tract split from the Mindy McCormick property located adjacent to the Rosewood Cemetery, north of Huber's Blackbird Village, bordered by Rosewood Drive. The tract sits in two zones: most of the acreage is in R2; the remainder is R0. Huber has until January 1, 2015 to purchase the property. Zoning Officer Smith said Huber has met all requirements for notification of property owners, and stated that Huber is aware that if he wishes to do anything with the property, he must first return with a plan to the Planning 
Commission. 

Commission member Jeff Vickers announced his employer, the First National Bank, has a relationship with both buyer and seller, however, he added, he has no personal involvement with the issue at hand.

A Public Hearing was called at 7:05 p.m. Derrick Coleman stated he and his wife Sandy Callison live adjacent to the property and he expressed a concern that Rosewood Drive, a one-lane road, would not accommodate increased traffic without widening it. Huber stated he had no plans to come out via Rosewood Drive. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:08 p.m.

A motion to approve the minor subdivision as presented was made by Commission member Jim Simpson and seconded by Commission member Vickers. With seven (7) in favor, no opposition, and two (2) absent, the motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The minutes of November 6, 2014 were approved as presented in a motion by Commission member Mike Dotson and seconded by Commission member Florian Schleiff. With seven (7) in favor and no opposition, the motion carried.
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COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS: Commission member Jennifer Susman announced, with regret that, due to her employment, she is moving to Charleston, and can no longer remain a member of the Planning Commission.

Zoning & Planning Clerk Cheryl Yates affirmed that a working session with the WV Law students scheduled for January 7, 2015 at 5: p.m. will require the attendance of all Planning Commission members.

ADJOURNMENT: The meeting was adjourned at 7:16 p.m. in a motion by Commission member Vickers and seconded by Commission member Dotson. With seven (7) in favor, the motion carried.
