Minutes of City Council

Special Session

August 24, 2015

The Council of the City of Lewisburg met in a Special Session on Monday, August 24, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chamber at Lewisburg City Hall.

CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Manchester called the meeting to order at 7:00 a.m. 

Bid Acceptance/Roof Replacement Fire Station #2

Fire Chief Pennington stated he had received a bid of $39,190 from the James Fry Co to replace the roof at Fire Station #2 on North Jefferson Street. He noted the contractor has asked that half be paid up front. The scope of work includes replacing the shingle roof with a tin roof, putting 5/8” plywood to meet code and replace the ½” plywood, remove the old shingles. There is a 10 year warranty on labor and a life time warranty on the metal roof. 
Mayor Manchester stated the City typically does not pay up front. Councilmember Etten asked if it would help the contractor if the City paid for the materials up front. He asked Pennington if there were funds in the Fire Department budget to cover this expense. Pennington answered no. Pennington stated he had hoped to wait until 2016 to replace the roof; however there was more damage than was known. He stated the building is 15 years old and no warranty exists. 
Councilmember Etten made a motion to accept a bid from the James Fry Company for $39,190 to replace the roof at Fire Station #2 on North Jefferson Street. Councilmember White seconded the motion. With four in favor one absent (Baldwin) the motion carried.
