The Council of the City of Lewisburg met in special session on Tuesday, May 10, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. in the Paul R. Cooley Council Chambers at 942 Washington Street West, Lewisburg, WV.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Manchester called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Councilmember Baldwin made a motion to go into executive session at 6:00 p.m. to discuss pending legal issues on which City Council is seeking legal counsel. Councilmember Lutz seconded the motion. With all in favor the motion carried. 

Councilmember Baldwin made a motion to return to special session at 6:55 p.m. Councilmember Blake seconded the motion. With all in favor the motion carried.

Councilmember Baldwin stated the Ethics Commission had dismissed a complaint filed against John Manchester. Baldwin noted the City had hired Manchester as city administrator in 2006. The Ethics complaint alleged that the City could not hire an elected official as a city employee. That complaint was dismissed. He stated that during the process of the ethics issue City Council learned that it needed to better define its form of government within the City Charter. This matter will be placed on the June Finance Committee meeting agenda for further discussion.
